GUIDELINES
Advance Music Teachers Training is developed by Anna Cannon (A.I.R.M.T) a Southland based music teacher who is passionate about helping others succeed musically.  Anna has completed her music training as an adult having undertaken several diplomas, a BA and registration as an Associate of the Institute of Registered Teachers in 2010.  Anna has also graduated as an associate life coach with the International Coaching Academy in 2006 and she has strengths in motivation, creativity composition and goal setting.

There are ten units in the Advance Music Teachers Training Program.  Eight of these units are compulsory and two are optional.  This program may be completed over a number of years or may be completed in a shorter time frame if adequate time for preparation is available.  The art of teaching is something that is best learnt over time by observing others teaching and practicing teaching with beginner students and includes an appropriate course of musical study. This course focuses on mentoring as well as practical and theoretical study and will give prospective teachers the confidence to start their teaching careers well prepared.

A partial scholarship may be available to suitable applicants, which will reduce the total cost of the program to the individual.  (Please see Scholarship Rules).  This scholarship is given in good faith that the student will complete their training and begin teaching music to  others in a professional manner.

SCHOLARSHIP RULES

1.
The Anna Cannon Music Studio Scholarship is a partial grant towards the cost of the Advance Music Teachers Training Program.  Once accepted in this program, the scholarship amount will be credited to your account.  To maintain your yearly scholarship the balance of your fees must either be paid in advance, or be paid with a payment plan.
